Emergency Equipment

(List any particular emergency equipment available and the location.)

Emergency Procedures

1. Use emergency equipment (if applicable), and perform emergency CPR and first aid – if qualified to do so.
2. Instruct investigators to call 911 or EMS (Lee County EMS is 749-8504), and provide the following information:

· Who you are
· General information about the injury or situation

· Where you are – give specific directions and access information

· Any additional information

· BE THE LAST TO HANG UP!

3. Meet the ambulance and direct it to the site you described in the phone call
4. If directed, assist EMS with care of injured person.
5. The primary research investigator must report the adverse event to the IRB via the Office of Human Subjects Research.
