Driver Safety Fundamentals is a prerequisite to the Van Safety Course.

In order to access the Van Safety course you must have an individual Authorization Key. To request a key
please send an email to audrive@auburn.edu indicating your completion of Defensive Driving and
requesting to take Van Safety. You should receive this within 24 hours of registration via email.

If you have not received an email with your Authorization Key within 24 hours, please send an email to
audrive@auburn.edu. Write it down so you do not forget it.

Authorization Key:

Online training can be completed on any computer at the participant’s convenience, and at their own pace. The
Van Safety Course takes between 1-2 hours to complete. A quiz is required in order to successfully complete the
course. We strongly recommend you complete the course in its entirety in one session. The material is largely video
based.

If you do not have access to a computer on a daily basis the Office of Information Technology has computer labs
on campus that can be accessed by students and employees. If you are unsure of your AU computing login or password
you should contact the OIT Helpdesk at 334-844-4944.

1. Please open your browser and log on to https://coachingsystems.yourpath2success.com/ .

2. Once on the Coaching Systems Campus homepage find the heading Have an Authorization Key? Click on
“Continue” under the heading First time registration and enrollment. Follow the on-screen instructions.

3. On the next screen you will need to enter the Authorization Key sent to you via email after you registered for the
course. Please enter the Authorization Key exactly as it appears. Once you enter the Authorization Key
the registration information request will automatically appear.

4. On the Student Registration screen complete ALL fields.
e You will need to create your own Login ID and Password. Make sure your email address is correct. If you
forget your Login ID or Password you can request them to be sent to you at the email address you enter.
e For Company please enter your Department Name.
e For Employee Number enter your Banner ID Number.

5. Once you have completed these steps you may click on the “Submit™ button to complete registration.

6. On the next screen click the “Start™ button next to Coaching the Van Driver 2 - 15 Passenger Van - 701CS.
You will need to press the “Start” button again on the next screen to start the course. If you have pop ups blocked
you will be notified and provided a link for instructions to allow pop ups with your browser. You will need to turn
pop up blocker off and reload the page.

Please make
sure your computer is connected to a printer so you can do this. You will need to give a copy of your certificate to your
supervisor. There is an option to purchase a certificate and have it mailed to you. This is not necessary if you print the
certificate from the web site.
